The Beginners Beekeeping Class is full for this bee season! Check back for information on next year’s schedule and pricing.
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IMPORTANT NEWS- WE NEED YOUR ACTION!!
There is no money in the budget to continue the Apiary Inspection Program for 2010. Even if the PA Department of Agriculture finds resources, the Executive Branch placed a hiring freeze on all seasonal and part-time employees for next year. The inspection program is crucial to contain American Foul Brood (AFB), a contagious disease in which the recommended solution is to burn the equipment. In times of budget crisis, every program must cut corners. However, due to the seasonality of the inspection program, the entire program has been eliminated for 2010.It is time for all of us to act.


Please contact the governor's office and ask the governor for two things:
1.Place money in the 2010 budget to continue an Apiary Inspection program for 2010.
2. Give the PA Dept of Agriculture flexibility to hire seasonal inspectors for May - September, 2010.

First Southeastern PA Honey Bee Symposium

The MCBA will be holding the first annual large gathering in five county southeastern Pennsylvania area focused entirely on the current status of honeybees.  Temple University has enthusiastically partnered with us for this first event and is co-sponsoring it with us.  We are looking forward to seeing attendees from all over the Delaware Valley tri-state area who have an interest in nature, horticulture, honeybees, or science in general.  We will be promoting this through local garden clubs, beekeeping associations, colleges, and high school science departments.

Observations From the Apiary

We are now having a break from the relentless rain that dampened our spring beekeeping. The weather was challenging for me on several levels. When I had time to get into my hives it was usually raining.  Also, it has significantly reduced the ability of the field worker bees to get out and gather nectar and resources.  I moved some hives to take advantage of a concentration of Black Locust trees.  Even though the weather was so rainy, the hives gained weight and stored honey. Then I took them back to the home apiary for three weeks.  When I checked my hives three weeks later, the hives were noticeably lighter than when I pulled them out of the black locust location. I don’t have to tell you how disappointing it is to work all season for the spring nectar flow and have it washed out.  No matter how well you have managed your hives, if Mother Nature conspires against you like that it is hard to counter it.

Compared to the end of the black locust bloom the hives had about 50% less stored honey than when I checked them on June 19th.   That is because the bees were confined and consuming the stored honey and unable to gather nectar and make more. The weather has improved and we may have a good sumac and Dutch clover flow, but it will be hard to make up for what has been lost.  Hopefully, the fall weather will be warm and clear enough to produce a good golden rod and aster nectar flow. Let’s keep our fingers crossed. 

Many beekeepers have told me this spring has presented them with an unusually high number of swarm cells in their hives. Even some of my beginner students have had hives swarm.  I took the opportunity to make splits by pulling the frames with the swarm cells out of the hives and putting them into nucs. In some cases the cold damp weather killed the swarm cell and did not allow it to hatch. Still, I managed to make several splits that are coming along in various levels of success.

It helps to be an optimist to sustain oneself in beekeeping. I ‘m already contemplating which hives I will re-queen in late summer or fall and envisioning how they will do next spring. Then there is the hurdle of mite overload and surviving until next spring. Don’t force me to think about the down side of this process and not realizing my dream of hives that each yield 200 pounds of honey.  At least we will enjoy the delicious food and desserts at the MCBA picnic on July 18th. That will definitely happen even if I never have a hive that produces 200 pounds of honey.

Meet Your Local Beekeeper!

This month’s “Meet Your Local Beekeeper” features Vince Alloyo
How long have you been keeping bees and what inspired you to start?
I started keeping bees in 1966 after taking a terrific beekeeping course taught by Dr. Roger Morse at Cornell University.
How many hives do you keep and what bee products do you sell?

I usually have 10 to 15 hives depending upon swarming, queen failure etc.  I sell honey, candles and occasionally nucs. 
What interests you most about bees/beekeeping?

I enjoy beekeeping because it keeps me connected to nature and the environment. Good beekeeping depends upon timing, so I am forced to observed plant bloom times. I am also fascinated by the role of chemical signals (pheromones) within the hive and the way the pheromones help honey bees adjust to changing environmental conditions.
I know you are now caretaker of the hives at Plymouth Meeting Friends School. Do you work with the children to introduce them to bees? 

At PMFS, I work with the Science teacher yearly to setup and maintain the observation hive in the science classroom. I also train the science teacher in several aspects of beekeeping. The science teacher then teaches the children about honey bees.  At Springside High School I give a two hour lecture series to the students in Environmental Science on the role of honey bees. I always bring an observation hive.  If time permits I show the observation hive to children in other grades and answer their questions.  
Do you have one or two pointers you could pass on to new beekeepers?

For new beekeepers, work with an experienced beekeeper to learn what to look for and how to best manage a hive.  Join a bee club and ask lots of questions.  Read books and subscribe to a beekeeping journal.

 Potherings from the EAS Chairman …

Below is a reprint of an article printed in the Spring EAS Newsletter documenting Jim Bobb’s trip back from Georgia on May 7.

Greetings from Georgia. I am on my way back from Georgia bringing packages to southeast Pennsylvania. This is the second trip which makes a total of nearly 800 packages. Many of the packages are going to new beekeepers. All of the classes for new beekeepers have sold out or had to be limited due to room capacity. Interest in beekeeping has sky rocketed. This year the annual April 1 trip sold out in early February—before many of the classes had started. So, we added a second trip.

Greetings from South Carolina. Why the increased interest in beekeeping? Many new beekeepers have told me that it was just something they always wanted to try. But the stories of bee decline in the press created the spark that ignited the explosion of new beekeepers. Public interest in bees has been the silver lining in Colony Collapse Disorder. We have invited Maryann Frazier to EAS 2009 in Ellicottville, New York to give us the latest news on CCD and her research on pesticides residues in pollen, wax, and honey.

Greetings from North Carolina. This is the critical state. Last month, my trailer had a blowout at 2:00AM on I-95 just south of the Virginia border. I thought I was well prepared with two spare tires and tools, but the steel wires from the tire wrapped around the axle and I did not have wire clippers. It took me over an hour to loosen each loop of wire, one at a time. The good thing was that it was at night and the evening was cool so the bees did not heat up.

Greetings from Virginia. I guess you’re wondering if it‘s safe to write an article and drive at the same time. I am tag-team driving with another driver. It takes about 15 hours driving straight through and I could never make it by myself without stopping—and we need to keep moving so that the bees do not heat up.

Greetings from Maryland. The queen-raising operation in Georgia was very impressive. Each mating apiary has 500 double-sided nucs, so a possible 1000 queens can be caught in each yard. Each nuc has two small frames for brood/honey/pollen and a feeder box. Frames are only about 5x5” so theoretically you can find the queen quickly. However, young queens are not always on the comb and sometimes hide inside the feeder box. The first thing I look for when opening a nuc is not the queen but eggs, larva, and brood pattern. If the queen is not laying or not laying well, we kill her. Later someone comes through the yard, fill the feeder boxes, and insert a queen cell. Because the nuc is small, it takes careful management to keep the correct number of young bees in each nuc. After finding the queen, young bees or a frame of brood might need to be added to the nuc. Or, if there are two frames of brood, one must be removed so that the nuc does not swarm. If you are interested in queen raising, come to EAS 2009 and visit a Russian queen breeding yard.

Greetings from Delaware and almost home. It’s now 8:00AM Friday. The last 24 hours we have been moving nonstop. Thursday started at 6:00AM—when the crews start shaking bees. Caging queens started at 10:00. We had enough queens by 2:00, packages assembled by 4:00, and truck loaded by 5:30. Once loaded, we took off immediately and kept moving to keep the bees from heating up in the 88° Georgia heat. Calls are coming in from anxious beekeepers wondering if the packages will arrive on time. We should arrive home around 9:00AM.

Greetings from Pennsylvania. The sun is up and we unload the bees quickly into the cool, dark garage so that they do not overheat. Beekeepers are already waiting to pick up their bees. The bulk of the new beekeepers will arrive around noon for the installation demo. The day will not be over until well after dark as beekeepers are scheduled to pickup packages all day long. Tomorrow I will get back to my production hives to see which ones are thinking about swarming.

New Beekeepers There is a demand for information from new beekeepers. This summer, our EAS 2009 first level short course is designed for beekeepers just starting or who want a refresher course. EAS Master Beekeepers will teach the courses. Many local and state organizations provide beginner beekeeper classes, but the EAS course is designed to take the new beekeeper from September through the second year. Please encourage your new beekeeper friends to attend this short course.

A Sad Note I have lost two good friends in the last month—my cat Duke and my goat Stella. They were mates and kept me company in the beeyard. My friends in Pennsylvania often ask me about Stella as I wrote of her antics in my monthly column. Those that attended EAS 2008 in Kentucky saw pictures of her helping to unwrap the shrink wrap plastic off pallets, sleeping on the John Deere, and waiting for me in the truck to go work bees. They had both been with me for close to ten years.

I have attended EAS conventions for ten years. Over the years, I‘ve made many friends at EAS. I wish I could keep up with everyone throughout the year, but the conference is one time I get to catch up with everyone. I hope all of you make a special point to register and attend. President Kim Flottum and the people at A. I. Root have planned a great educational meeting this summer. Although EAS provides a fantastic learning opportunity, the contacts, friendships, and practical advice from other attendees is perhaps even more valuable. See you’all in August. Don’t forget to bring along a story, a veil, and a friend.
